General Information and History about the University of Pennsylvania---

Penn History
Foundedin 1740,Penntracesits rootsto a small building on FourthandArch Streets.Originally namedthe
Charity School,the institution was given a charterin 1753 and 1755, and in 1779 adoptedthe nameThe
University of the Stateof Pennsylvania.In 1791, the schoolwas given its final name,The University of
Pennsylvania.

Threefactorsareimportantto considerwheninvestigatingthe foundationsof Penn.The Quakers,a religious
sect that stressedtoleranceand consensuswithin their society, were a predominantPhiladelphiagroup.
However,theydid not believethathighereducationwasa necessityfor membersof their religiousleadership.
The schoolneededthe impetusof two othermen,GeorgeWhitefield andBenjaminFranklin, to establishthe
idea that Philadelphianeededa placeto educateits youngmen.Whitefield wasa notedevangelistandwas
responsiblefor first establishingthe charity school for studentswho did not have the meansto pay for
education.Additionally, BenjaminFranklin, investorandstatesman,wantedto establisha schoolwhereyoung
men could study more than the religious coursesthat were being taught to young clergymenat Harvard.
Franklinenvisioneda schoolwherestudentscouldstudyEnglishaswell asLatin, in additionto math,sciences
andphilosophy.This ideaof educationin a multitudeof disciplinesled to the establishmentof Pennandthe
ÒOne UniversityÓ concept.

The University remainedat its original site until 1802.Pennthen movedto a mansionbuilt for, but never
occupiedby, thePresidentof theUnitedStates,on Ninth StreetaboveChestnut.In 1872,theUniversitymade
its final move to the west bank of the Schuylkill River. Penn is still locatedon this samesite, mostly
concentratedin a sevenblock by three-blockarea.The170-acreMorris Arboretumin ChestnutHill, theFlower
andCookObservatoryin MalvernandtheNew Bolton Centerfor Veterinaryresearchin KennettSquarebrings

Ivy Stones
Ivy hasalwaysbeenplantedby the graduatingclassto commemoratetheir yearsat Penn.In 1873,the first
graduatingclasson this campusaddeda stonememorialto theceremony,andCollegeHall becameits first site.
This eventbecameknownasIvy Day,andthegraduatingclasshassincechosena building or placeat Pennthat
hassignificanceto their undergraduatedays.BuildingsmostfrequentlychosenhavebeenCollegeHall, Bennett
Hall, HoustonHall, andIrvine Auditorium.ThereareIvy Day stoneson 24 buildingsandfour on LocustWalk.
Look for theClassof 1998'sstone(the largeststonein Pennhistory!!) On thefloor in theentranceto thePenn
bookstore.OtherIvy Stonelocationsincludethecornerof HoustonHall (northwestcorner)andon eachpillar at
the start of 36th and Locust Walk.

Penn Coat of Arms, Flag, Motto
The Penncoatof arms,which is an integralpart of the UniversityÕshistory,hasan interestingpast.The first
known useof red and blue is the inlaid lettering on the CollegeHall cornerstoneon June15, 1871. The
Universitylateradoptedtheredandbluefor usein its flag. Thearmscommemoratetwo importantinfluencesin
the foundingof Penn:BenjaminFranklinandthePennfamily. Thedesignincludesthreeplatesfrom thePenn
family armsandthedolphinof theFranklinshield.Thetwo openbooksdenoteanacademicinstitution,oneat
the graduate and one at the undergraduate levels.

ProvostWilliam Smith selectedthe quote,ÒQuidLegesSineMoribus VanaeProficiuntÓasthe motto for the
forbearerof Penn,the mythical Collegeof Marania.The original seal from 1755 bore the inscription Sine
MoribusVanae.By 1829it wassimplified to readÒLegesSineMoribusVanaeÓ(ÒLawswithout moralsarein
vainÓ).

The One University Concept
The University consists of four undergraduate schools and twelve graduate schools. They are all interrelated and
each individual has the opportunity to develop an academic program particularly suited for his/her own
interests. This is what is meant by the concept of One University.  Students can choose from a variety of
programs including: joint-degree, dual-degree, double major, individualized major, and sub-matriculation to a
masters program. Even if students do not choose one of these programs, they can choose the classes in any of
the four undergraduate schools - no matter what their home school is.
